Our gardens along the porch 
and main entrance are designed to 
both welcome you home and  to 
provide a peaceful respite where 
one can enjoy  bountiful flowers 
and wonderful fragrances - both 
defining features of  early 20th century 
gardens. We  designed this garden to 
represent  what a contemporary New 
England coastal garden might look like 
in the early 1920’s.  The house, built 
in 1922, is designed in the colonial 
revival style and reflects structured 
architectural elements. Many gardens 
of  the period were a mix of  traditional 
more formal European styles 
softened  by  new approach to design 
that relied on the sumptuousness of  flowering annuals and perennials. With an 
unpretentious armature of  geometric lines,   flowers, foliage and texture are added 
to create beautiful compositions.  This garden marries the formal architecture of  
the house with its bucolic salt marsh setting.

Enter the garden through an arbor  accented with flat glass panels  created by 
local glass artist Maya Travaglia.  Low parterres of  boxwood and hydrangea define 
the walkways. Beds are filled with scented roses, flowering perennials and annuals. 
Leading  to a small fountain shaded by emerald green cedars and cinnamon barked 
birches is a bluestone path.  A wooden gate and grass hedge with a gravel path 
leads to a rustic free spirited green and white garden. Viburnum, lamium,and other 
shady native and woodland plantings  provide a cool escape for sultry summer 
afternoons. Come sit and stay a while.
